Natural beauty, elegant surroundings,
cultural offerings and the space to pursue a
favorite hobby made Park Springs a
natural choice for Pat and Jean Armour.

“We had moved into a smaller house
several years ago, and I gave my power
tools to my son because I had no room to
keep them,” said Armour, who has
organized a woodworking group at Park
Springs, a retirement community in Stone
Mountain. Because his son had never
gotten around to using the tools, Armour
reclaimed them for the community
workshop at his new home.

Woodworking, puttering around in the
greenhouse or refining a technique on the
putting green are all part of what has many
residents feeling right at home.

units to the mix and be complete in 12 to
15 months.

“We provide private residences and a
guarantee of [placement for] health care,”

she said. After a resident pays an entrance
fee, which varies depending on the type
home they choose, they pay a monthly fee
for  supportive services and amenities..
